Guidelines: 
Begin the Works Cited list on a new page




Alphabetize each entry by first letter (ignore articles “the” and “a/an”)



Underline/Put quotation marks around titles appropriately




Indent the 2nd (3rd, etc.) line of each entry




Number your page as you would in a report/essay




Double-space all entries
Review MLA Style Source Information for SEMESTER PROJECT’s Works Cited page below:
( When you are researching and find something you will use in your report, record the following necessary information for each corresponding type of resource.

Internet: Author’s last name, first name. “Title of the Article.” The name of the website, Date/Year of publication. The exact URL address without http:// (start with www). Accessed [date you accessed].
Book: Author’s last name, first name. The Title of the Book. City of Publication: the name of publishing company, the year the book was published. Pages used (if only specific pages are used). 

Encyclopedia: Author’s last name, first name. “The Title of the Article.” Name of Encyclopedia, City of Publication: the name of publisher, year of edition. Volume #: Page #. 
Magazine Article: Author’s last name, first name. “The Title of the Article.” The Name of the Magazine. Date of the issue: Page #’s.

Video source: Title of the movie. Dir: Director’s Name. Per: List at least 3 major actors, who performed in the movie/video. Production Company Name, Year of release. 

YouTube video: Author’s last name, first name. “Title of the Video.” YouTube, uploaded by [name of uploader], date video was uploaded, URL address (start with www.)
Interview: The name of the person you interviewed (last name, first name). [The words]  Personal Interview. Date of the interview. 

( If there is no date, check for the year

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Citing in the text: Once you have your list of sources and you start writing your report, 
you will need to cite these sources in your report.
( When you are quoting directly, give credit at the end of the quotation in parentheses.

( When you are paraphrasing information, give credit after the last sentence that is part of the paraphrased information or at the end of the paragraph but before the concluding sentence. 

( The first few words that are mentioned in a given entry on the Works Cited page should be in the parentheses, in the text citation. If you have multiple entries beginning with the same words, add the next word (third, fourth, etc.) for the text citation to distinguish between the sources. (i.e. You have used two sources, and they are listed on the Works Cited as “Baseball Cool Facts” and “Baseball Cool Stories”. For your text citation, providing just “Baseball Cool” will not be enough. You would need to add the third word to make a clear distinction, such as “Baseball Cool Facts”.)
